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Grades K-2 Part 1 – Big Words
Students learn about caring and sharing through discussion of the book Martin's Big Words by Doreen Rappaport (included). 


Kindergarten – Part 2
In this service-learning lesson plan, students learn about giving and sharing through the literature book The Giving Tree by Shel Silverstein (included). They show caring by creating "Spread the Cheer" cards of appreciation and/or cheer. They brainstorm and choose a group to receive their cards. 
Additional books & materials included: Read aloud copy of The Giving Tree by Shel Silverstein; construction paper; markers 

Grade 1-  Part 2
The students listen and respond to a story about caring and philanthropy related to environmental stewardship and animal welfare. They will carry out a service project, decorating and donating Adopt-Me pet bandanas.
Additional books and materials included: Read aloud copy of A Symphony of Whales by Steven Schuch; fabric, cut in triangle-shaped pet bandanas (25); assorted fabric markers; letter stencils

Grade 2 – Part 2
Students listen to and respond to a story about being homeless and helping others. They make “Home Away from Home Fleece Scarves” and donate them to a local shelter.
Additional books and materials included: Read aloud copy of Fly Away Home by Eve Bunting; Fleece, cut into approximately 5" x 10" scarves (25); assorted fabric markers; letter stencils

Grades 3-5 Part 1 – Growing Like Dr. King
Students listen and respond to a biography of Dr. Martin Luther King, Jr. They discuss the importance of kind acts and service for others. They reflect on a quotation by Dr. King and apply it to their own lives. Read aloud copy of Martin's Big Words by Doreen Rappaport included. 


Grade 3 - Part 2
Students respond to a fiction story and identify acts of service and kindness (philanthropy). They learn about plants and grow and donate plants to others.
Additional books & materials included: read aloud copy of Chicken Sunday by Patricia Polacco; Gro-Brick compressed soil cube; easy-to-grow seeds; 25 plastic flowerpots
Grade 4 – Part 2                                                   Students listen and respond to a nonfiction literature book, The Librarian of Basra by Jeanette Winter. They discuss serving others and working for the good of the community. Students create book covers and donate them to a community organization.                            Additional books & materials included: Read aloud copy of Martin's Big Words by Doreen Rappaport; read-aloud copy of The Librarian of Basra by Jeanette Winter; 25 blank book covers; assorted markers
Grade 5 – Part 2
Students read a story about caring for others, then they create a quilt to donate to a community organization.
Additional books & materials included: read-aloud copy of Sweet Clara and the Freedom Quilt by Deborah Hopkinson; 25 fleece squares; scissors; assorted fabric markers

Grades 6-8 – Part 1 – Caring About Others
In this lesson, students discover and discuss the life and legacy of Dr. Martin Luther King, Jr. and especially focus on his ethic of service. 

Books included (1 copy each) are: I Have A Dream by Dr. Martin Luther King, Jr.; Meet Martin Luther King, Jr. by James T. de Kay; OR Martin Luther King Jr., by Amy Pastan; Who Was Martin Luther King, Jr? by Bonnie Bader 


Grade 6 – Part 2 – Healthy Eating
The students learn about the issue of obesity through the documentary Super Size Me. They will understand the importance of eating healthfully and the benefits to individuals as well as for the common good. Students will create a cookbooks of healthy recipes to be donated to community organizations.                                                       
Additional books and materials included: DVD of Super Size Me; construction paper; assorted markers 
Grade 7 – Part 2 – Environmental Justice                         The students learn about environmental stewardship and its importance to the common good by viewing a documentary. Students will decide on and carry out a service project that demonstrates environmental stewardship.                                                          Additional  books and materials included: DVD of An Inconvenient Truth; box of garbage bags; pairs of non-latex gloves
Grade 8 - Part 2 – Practice Peace                                Students will learn about the life of Gandhi and will promote peace in their community. They will compare and contrast the philosophies and work of Dr. King and Gandhi. They will determine service they can provide to promote peace and nonviolence.                                                                        Additional books and materials included: Gandhi DVD; elastic cording; bag of assorted alphabet beads

Grades 9-12 – Part 1 – Advocacy and Activism
Students respond to literature about Martin Luther King, Jr. They examine his philosophy about serving and taking action. They follow his model to promote the idea of doing good for others. Students learn that service and social action by one person can change the world. 

Included books (1 copy each) are:  I Have A Dream by Dr. Martin Luther King, Jr.; Who Was Martin Luther King, Jr.? by Bonnie Bader OR M.L.K. Journey of a King by Tonya Bolden; Martin Luther King, Jr. by Amy Pastan


Grade 9 – Part 2 – Pay It Forward
Students watch the movie (or clips from) Pay it Forward. They compare the concept of paying it forward (serial reciprocity) with the work of Martin Luther King, Jr. Then they brainstorm issues and campaigns they can address to make an impact that ripples forward as a result of their influence and create a pledge wall for classmates or others in the school.  
Additional books and materials included: DVD of Pay It Forward; large white canvas; assorted fabric markers

Grade 10 – Part 2 – Promote Nonviolence
Students read or review To Kill a Mockingbird and discuss examples of violence. They promote the idea of doing for others by organizing a rally for nonviolence. 
Additional books and materials included: 2 student copies of To Kill a Mockingbird by Harper Lee; posterboard; assorted markers

Grade 11 – Part 2 – Do the Write Thing
Students read or review Anne Frank: The Diary of a Young Girl and then promote the idea of doing for others by writing letters to government officials to take a stand on an issue.
Additional books and materials included: 2 student copies of the book Anne Frank: The Diary of a Young Girl; Sample letter template

Grade 12 – Part 2 – A Forum on Racism
Students compare communication styles and read the Autobiography of Malcolm X. They compare the work of Malcolm X with that of Martin Luther King, Jr. Then they raise awareness of the issue of racism through a discussion forum. They plan and hold the forum in the community.
Additional books and materials included: 2 student copies of The Autobiography of Malcolm X
